Awarded to all members of the U.S. Armed Forces serving in Vietnam and contiguous waters or airspace (Thailand, Laos, or Cambodia) after March 3, 1965 thru March 28, 1973.
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  Southwest Asia Service  Awarded to service personnel who served in support of Operation Desert Shield or Desert Storm, between 2 August 1990 and 30 November 1995 in Persian Gulf, Red Sea, Gulf of Oman, Gulf of Aden, Iraq, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, Oman, Bahrain, Qatar, and the United Arab Emirates. Individuals serving in Israel, Egypt, Turkey, Syria and Jordan directly supporting combat operations between 17 January 1991 and 11 April 1991 are also eligible for this award.
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  Global War on Terrorism  Awarded to any member of the armed services serving in the War on Terrorism since 11 September 2001 abroad.
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 Operation Iraqi Freedom  Awarded to soldiers who deploy to Iraq in direct support of Operation Iraqi Freedom (OIF) on or after 19 March 2003 to a date to be determined or the cessation of OIF
